Previous Governor experience is not essential as support and training will be provided, but a
background or experience in either finance, education, human resources, public relations or
law would be beneficial.

The successful applicant will attend two Board meetings per term plus 1-2 committee
meetings which are held in the evenings, usually on Tuesdays. There will also be ad hoc
panel work to consider exclusions, complaints, and HR matters.
