Apprenticeship Levels Explained

Apprenticeship levels in the UK (Levels 2-7) define the qualification depth, ranging from GCSE equivalent to
master’s degrees, requiring 1-6 years to complete. Key types include Intermediate (Level 2), Advanced (Level
3), Higher (Levels 4-5), and Degree (Levels 6-7), allowing for progression from entry-level to professional
expertise while earning a wage.
